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4. MANAGEMENT'’S REVIEW 2003

4.1 MAIN OBJECTIVE AND ACTIVITIES
OF THE DANISH REFUGEE COUNCIL

The Danish Refugee Council is a non-profit private humani-
tarian enterprise, the aim of which is to protect refugees
against persecution and to promote viable solutions to refugee
problems on the basis of humanitarian principles and human
rights both internationally and in Denmark. The vision of the
Danish Refugee Council is: Give refugees a future.

The Danish Refugee Council undertakes assignments
both nationally and internationally. A number of assign-
ments are undertaken on the basis of Government appropri-
ations. The Refugee Council and the Ministry of Refugee,
Immigration and Integration Affairs together agree on the as-
signments to be undertaken using these appropriations.

In its activities, the Refugee Council is seeking to ensure
coherence between national and interna-tional refugee work.

4.2 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS, ACTIVITIES
AND RESULTS FOR 2003

The Danish Refugee Council's annual report is structured in

a way that distinguishes between

e Funds collected by the Refugee Council, including funds
from nationwide door-to-door collection campaigns, funds
for special purposes and funds for general purposes;

e the Refugee Council's own funds that originate from in-
tegration work in Denmark in the form of sale of services
to local authorities and private enterprises, language
school activities and other income (membership fees
from member organisations etc.);

e donated funds, including grants for international project
activities and other project funds and pool funds to be
used in Denmark and abroad;

e Government Budget appropriations, which finance activ-
ities according to agreement with the Government, and
local authority appropriations.

The annual report comprises all the activities of the Refugee
Council. Since 2002 the Danish Demining Group has been in-
cluded in the annual report of the Danish Refugee Council. It
is expected that from 2004 the demining activities will be-
come a genuine part of the Danish Refugee Council’s work.

In 2003 the Refugee Council’s activities outside Denmark
have affected more than half a million people who have re-
ceived food, clothing, shelter, seeds, water supply, as well as
assistance to return and for reconstruction of schools. In spite
of the particularly difficult situation in Iraq, the Refugee
Council e.g. succeeded in ensuring that 70,000 internally dis-
placed persons were given food, water and shelter.

In Denmark, volunteers from all over the country have
provided more than a million hours to help refugees getting
access to the job market and participating in cultural activi-

ties, an effort which has been co-ordinated by the Danish
Refugee Council. More than a 100 municipalities have sub-
sidised these activities.

The Interpreter Service of the Danish Refugee Council
has sold approximately 29,000 hours. The three language
centres have provided a total of just under one million les-
sons and organised in-service courses for interpreters in or-
der to make them capable of assisting in difficult interviews
of refugees with psychosocial problems. Integration activi-
ties in Denmark include an increasing number of psychoso-
cial tasks and assignments to clarify qualifications of
refugees who are to begin a course of training or education or
to enter the labour market.

12 profiles of refugee producing countries and two legal
reviews serve as a base of information in the Danish Refugee
Council’s processing of applications for asylum..

In 2003, 183 refugees living in Denmark returned to their
native countries after having received counselling from the
Danish Refugee Council. Municipal authorities received
counselling on repa-triation at a two-day seminar, in which
60 local authority employees participated, and at 10 work-
shops.

Asylum applicants were given advice at 58 large meetings
held at asylum centres and at the open counselling service at
the Danish Refugee Council’s head office.

More than 20,000 pieces of information and teaching ma-
terial have been distributed and 16 public meetings on
refugee matters have been held.

The activities of the Danish Refugee Council are ex-
pressed as expenditure. The 2003 financial year was charac-
terised by an 8% reduction of activities in Denmark and a
5% reduction of the in-ternational project activities com-
pared to 2002. Total expenditure for 2003 amounted to DKK
432 million. This is a reduction of DKK 26 million (or 6%)
compared to the previous year, when total expenditure
amounted to DKK 458 million.

As regards the international project activities, in 2003 the
activities financed by donors amounted to DKK 262 million
compared to the budgeted DKK 304 million. One of the rea-
sons for this is that the security situation in Iraq has made it
difficult to use all the donor grants. It is expected that they
will be used in 2004. The grants received amount to a total
of DKK 298 million.

"To a large extent the Danish Refugee Council has to op-
erate under conditions resembling the free market being ex-
posed to the risks that this involves, but without realising a
yield to compensate for these. As the Danish Refugee Coun-
cil is a non-profit humanitarian enterprise, most of its activi-
ties are subject to the condition that they cannot yield a prof-
it. Therefore, unforeseen expenses or ex-penses in excess of
what can be covered by administrative funds, often have to
be paid by collected funds.

4.1 DANSK FLYGTNINGEHJALPS
HOVEDFORMAL OG OPGAVER

Dansk Flygtningehjelp er en privat humanitaer non-profit
virksomhed, som pa grundlag af humanitaere principper og
menneskerettighederne arbejder pa at sikre flygtninge beskyt-
telse mod forfglgelse og fremme holdbare Igsninger pa flygt-
ningeproblemer, bdde internationalt og her i landet. Dansk
Flygtningehjaelps vision er: Giv flygtninge en fremtid.

Dansk Flygtningehjelp lgser opgaver bide nationalt og
internationalt. En rekke af opgaverne lgses pd grundlag af
tilskud fra staten. Der indgds aftale med Ministeriet for
Flygtninge, Indvandrere og Integration om de opgaver, der
lgses med statslige tilskud.

Flygtningehjeelpen sgger i den samlede opgavevareta-
gelse at sikre en sammenhang mellem nationale og interna-
tionale indsatser for flygtninge.

4.2 REGNSKAB, AKTIVITETER
OG RESULTATER | 2003

Dansk Flygtningehjalps drsrapport er opbygget siledes, at

der skelnes mellem:

e Flygtningehjalpens indsamlede midler, herunder midler
fra henholdsvis landsindsamlinger, midler bundet til seer-
lige formdl og midler til generelle formal,

e Flygtningehjelpens egne midler, som hidrgrer fra inte-
grationsarbejde 1 Danmark i form af salg af ydelser til
kommuner og private virksomheder, sprogskolevirksom-
hed og gvrige indtagter (bl.a. kontingenter fra med-
lemsorganisationer),

e Donormidler, herunder tilskud til internationale projek-
taktiviteter samt andre projektmidler og puljemidler, der
anvendes bdde i og uden for Danmark,

e Statslige tilskud via finansloven, der finansierer aktivite-
ter efter aftale med staten og tilskud fra kommuner.

Arsrapporten omfatter alle Flygtningehjelpens aktiviteter. Si-
den 2002 har Danish Demining Group veret omfattet af drs-
rapporten for Dansk Flygtningehjaelp. I 2004 forventes mine-
rydningsaktiviteten at overga til Dansk Flygtningehjalp.

I 2003 har Dansk Flygtningehjalps aktiviteter ude i ver-
den bergrt mere end /2 million mennesker, som bl.a. har fiet
mad, tg], beskyttelse i midlertidige boliger, sdsed, vand-
forsyning, hjelp til at vende hjem og til genopbygning af
skoler. "Trods de saerligt vanskelige vilkar i Irak lykkedes det
f.eks. at sikre fpdevarer, vand og husly til 70.000 internt for-
drevne flygtninge.

I Danmark har frivillige over hele landet med hjelp og
koordinering fra Dansk Flygtningehjelp prasteret mere end
1 million timer for at hjalpe flygtninge med bl.a. at i kon-
takt med arbejdsmarkedet og indgd i kulturaktiviteter. Over
100 kommuner har stgttet denne aktivitet.

Dansk Flygtningehjelps Tolkeservice har solgt godt
29.000 timer. De tre sprogcentre har stdet for knap 1 million
lektioner og gennemfgrt efteruddannelse af tolke til bl.a. at
bistd ved vanskelige samtaler med flygtninge med psykoso-
ciale problemer. Integrationsaktiviteterne i Danmark omfat-
ter fortsat flere psykosociale opgaver og opgaver med kom-
petenceafklaring for flygtninge, der skal videre med uddan-
nelse og ud pé arbejdsmarkedet.

Der er udarbejdet 12 landeprofiler om flygtningeprodu-
cerende lande og to juridiske notater, som bl.a. anvendes
som baggrundsdokumentation ved Flygtningenazvnets be-
handling af asylansggninger.

183 herboende flygtninge vendte hjem 1 2003 efter rad-
givning fra Flygtningehjelpen. Kommuner er ridgivet om
repatriering ved 2 seminardage for 60 kommunale medarbej-
dere og 10 stgrre temamgder.

Asylansggere er ridgivet ved 58 stgrre mgder pd asylcen-
tre og ved dben ridgivning pd Dansk Flygtningehjalps
hovedkontor.

Der er udsendt mere end 20.000 fakta- og undervisningsma-
terialer og holdt 16 offentlige mgder om flygtningespgrgsmal.

Dansk Flygtningehjelps aktiviteter udtrykkes som for-
brug. Beretningsdret 2003 har vaeret praeget af et fald i aktivi-
tetsniveauet i Danmark pd 8% og et fald i de internationale
projektaktiviteter pa 5% i forhold til 2002. Det samlede for-
brug var 1 2003 pd 432 mio. kr. Det er et fald pd 26 mio. kr. (el-
ler 6%) 1 forhold til aret for, hvor forbruget var pa 458 mio. kr.

For den internationale projektvirksomhed har der 1 2003
veeret tale om en donorfinansieret aktivitet pa 262 mio. kr.
mod forventet 304 mio. kr. En af drsagerne hertil er, at sik-
kerhedsforholdene i Irak har gjort det vanskeligt at anvende
donorbevillingerne fuldt ud. De forventes anvendt i 2004.
De modtagne tilskud udggr 298 mio. kr.

Dansk Flygtningehjelp md i vidt omfang operere pa mar-
kedslignende vilkdr med de risici, dette indebeerer, uden at
aktiviteterne giver et afkast til imgdegaelse af disse. Som
non-profit humaniter virksomhed er hovedparten af Flygt-
ningehjelpens enkelte aktiviteter underlage det vilkdr, at
det ikke er muligt at opna fortjeneste pd aktiviteten. Even-
tuelle uforudsete udgifter eller udgifter, der ligger ud over
det, som kan dackkes af administrative bidrag, ma derfor ofte
daekkes af indsamlede midler.
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4. MANAGEMENT'’S REVIEW 2003

As regards Collected funds, an amount of DKK 3.7 mil-
lion has been drawn from the equity, which also covers the
loss generated by the DDG. Apart from contributions made
to a number of specific international projects, the Refugee
Council has had to co-finance the donor activities by an
amount of DKK 6.9 million.

On Own funds a loss of DKK 3.9 million was recognised.
Odense Language Centre realised a loss of DKK 2.9 million
and other integration activities in Denmark realised a loss of
DKK 2.4 million. Odense Language Centre has suffered par-
ticularly difficult conditions because of the decrease in the
number of new refugees and comprehensive instructions
from the Municipality of Odense to cut expenses. Ringsted
Language Centre recognised a profit of DKK 0.3 million. In-
terest etc. amounted to a profit of DKK 1.2 million.

The income from Government budget appropriations
etc. was DKK 0.3 million.

Under the accounting policies applied, the donated funds
realised a nil result , as non-budgetary expenses are covered
by collected funds.

4.3 THE DANISH REFUGEE COUNCIL'S ACTIVITIES

4.3.1 Collected funds

Contributions from foundations and private individuals in
Denmark are essential to the overall work of the Refugee
Council, especially to the international aid programmes. The
collected funds enable the Danish Refugee Council to re-
spond quickly and efficiently, when swift aid to refugees is
needed in the hotspots around the world. The funds are also
very important for the implementation of inter-national aid
projects of long-duration, which are co-funded by other donors.

In 2003, the Danish Refugee Council’s national door-to-
door collection took place on 9 November and the income
from the collection was DKK 9.9 million. With expenses at
DKK 2.8 million, the result amounted to DKK 7.1 million.

T'he continuous fund-raising generated total income of
DKK 9.9 million, which reflects a satisfactory increase com-
pared to the previous year in which the income amounted to
DKK 5.7 million.

From the collected funds, contributions have been made
to international projects in among other places Somaliland,
Afghanistan, Azerbaijan and Iraq and some have been used
as general co-funding of international project activities.

A total amount of DKK 19.5 million has been used, of
which DKK 12.5 million has gone to interna-tional refugee
work. The rest, including pool and lottery funds, has been
utilised for activities in Denmark.

4.3.2 Own funds

Integration work in Denmark

At the beginning of 2003, activities which, till then, had
been organised by the Refugee Service’s Integration Net-
work were combined with the language centre activities in
one single structure: the Danish Refugee Council — Integra-
tion. This reorganisation was carried out to enable the
Refugee Council to provide a more coherent integration of-
fer to the municipalities. However, the activities are still di-
vided into integration and language centre activities.

The Refugee Council's integration activities in Denmark
decreased in 2003, a fact which should be seen in the light of
the decreasing number of refugees received in Denmark.

Total revenue for 2003 was DKK 24.4 million, in addition
to donor-financed activities of just over DKK 3.4 million. At
the beginning of the year, a revenue of DKK 35.6 million
was budgeted, but after the first six months it was readjust-
ed to DKK 27 million. Consequently, it was necessary to ad-
just activities to a lower level during the year. However, the
final loss amounted to DKK 2.4 million.

With a revenue of DKK 12.8 million or 52% of the total
income, the interpretation service still repre-sents the pri-
mary activity in terms of business. In 2003, more than
29,000 hours were sold by the Refugee Council's Interpre-
tation Service. Other business areas include activities
aimed at supporting vulnerable refugees (psychosocial
tasks) and at promoting the integration of refugees into the
labour market.

The psychosocial tasks concern traumatised refugees,
disabled refugees, socially exposed refugee families, vulner-
able children and young people and unaccompanied refugee
children. The munici-palities are offered services to assist
refugees in their homes through support programmes for
indi-viduals or families with psychosocial problems. The
service is intended for people with very severe problems.
The number of such cases has increased. In 2003, the Dan-
ish Refugee Council assisted refugees from 20 municipali-
ties in 30 cases through this programme.

The Psychosocial Unit, which was established in 2002
with funds from the Ministry of Integration, provides advice,
courses and guidance on psychosocial issues.

The project “Integration — without Roundabouts” is
funded by the EU through the Equal Programme. It aims at
helping refugees finding employment and examining which
are the obstacles complicating refugees’ integration on the
job market. 29 of the 35 refugees who participated in the
project are now employed, doing trainee work or have start-
ed a training course or education. In addition, 2 are job seek-
ing and 1 is still taking Danish lessons.
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Indsamlede midler udviser et traek pd egenkapitalen pa
3,7 mio. kr. inklusive dackning af det negative resultat ved-
rgrende DDG. Udover en reekke specifikke internationale
projekter har det vaeret ngdvendigt at medfinansiere dono-
raktiviteten med i alt 6,9 mio. kr. i overensstemmelse med
de formal, midlerne er bestemt for.

For Egne midler er der tale om et negativt resultat pa 3,9
mio. kr. 2,9 mio. kr. vedrgrer Odense Sprogcenter og 2,4 mio.
kr. gvrige integrationsaktiviteter i Danmark. Odense Sprog-
center har haft saerligt vanskelige vilkdr som fglge af faldet 1
antallet af nye flygtninge og omfattende besparelseskrav fra
Odense Kommune. Ringsted Sprogcenter har et positivt re-
sultat pa 0,3 mio. kr. Renter mv. er positiv med 1,2 mio. Kkr.

Finanslovsmidler mv. giver et resultat pd 0,3 mio. kr.

Donormidlerne udviser efter den anvendte regnskabs-
praksis et resultat pé 0, idet udaekkede udgifter daekkes af
indsamlede midler.

4.3 DANSK FLYGTNINGEHJZALPS AKTIVITETER

4.3.1 Indsamlede midler

Bidrag fra fonde og privatpersoner i Danmark er af meget
stor betydning for Dansk Flygtningehjelps samlede arbejde,
ikke mindst de internationale bistandsprogrammer. Bidrage-
ne sikrer, at Dansk Flygtningehjelp kan reagere hurtigt og
effektivt, ndr der opstir akut behov for hjelp i verdens
brendpunkter. Samtidig spiller midlerne en vigtig rolle 1
mere langvarige internationale hjalpeprojekter, hvor der
ogsd modtages bidrag fra andre donorer.

Landsindsamlingen 1 2003 blev gennemfgrt den 9. no-
vember og resulterede 1 bidrag pa i alt 9,9 mio. kr. Med ud-
gifter pa 2,8 mio. kr. blev resultatet 7,1 mio. kr.

Den Igbende fundraising resulterede i samlede indtaegter
pd 9,9 mio. kr., hvilket reflekterer en tilfredsstillende stig-
ning i forhold til niveauet dret fgr, hvor indtagterne var 5,7
mio. kr.

Af de indsamlede midler er der ydet stgtte til internatio-
nale projekter i bl.a. Somaliland, Afghanistan, Aserbajdsjan
og Irak samt generel medfinansiering af internationale pro-
jektaktiviteter.

Der er 1 alt anvendt 19,5 mio. kr., hvoraf de 12,5 mio. kr.
er brugt pd det internationale flygtningearbejde. De reste-
rende midler, herunder Tips- og lottomidler, er anvendt i
Danmark.

4.3.2 Egne Midler

Integrationsarbejde 1 Danmark

Ved starten af 2003 blev de aktiviteter, der hidtil har varet or-
ganiseret 1 Flygtningehjelpens Integrations Netvaerk (FIN),
lagt sammen med sprogcenteraktiviteten i en samlet afdeling
med navnet Dansk Flygtningehjaelp - Integration med henblik
pad at kunne tilbyde kommunerne et mere sammenhangende
integrationstilbud. Aktiviteterne opggres dog stadig opdelt i
henholdsvis integrationsopgaver og sprogcentervirksomhed.

Aktiviteten for Dansk Flygtningehjalps integrationsop-
gaver i Danmark faldt i 2003, hvilket skal ses i lyset af det
faldende flygtningetal i Danmark .

Den samlede omsatning var i 2003 pa 24,4 mio. kr. He-
rudover var der donorfinansierede aktiviteter for 3,4 mio. kr.
Ved drets begyndelse var der en forventning om en omszat-
ning pa 35,6 mio. kr., som dog blev nedjusteret til 27 mio. kr.
efter 1. halvar. I drets lgb blev det derfor ngdvendigt at til-
passe virksomheden til et lavere niveau. Alligevel endte édret
med et resultat pa -2,4 mio. kr.

"Tolkning er med en omsztning pd 12,8 mio. kr. svarende
til 52 procent fortsat det stgrste forretningsomade. Der blev
12003 solgt godt 29.000 timer fra Flygtningehjelpens Tolke-
service. De gvrige forretningsomrdder er indsatsen over for
de sdrbare flygtninge (psykosociale opgaver) og integration
pa arbejdsmarkedet mv.

De psykosociale opgaver vedrgrer traumatiserede flygt-
ninge, handicappede flygtninge, socialt udsatte flygtningefa-
milier, truede bgrn og unge, og uledsagede flygtningebgrn.
Kommunerne tilbydes bistand til flygtninge i deres hjem 1
form af stgtte-/kontaktforlgb over for enkeltpersoner eller fa-
milier med psykosociale problemer. Tilbuddet henvender
sig til personer med sarligt tunge problemer. Antallet af sa-
ger har vaeret stigende. I 2003 havde Dansk Flygtningehjelp
30 sidanne forlgb i1 20 kommuner.

Den Psykosociale Enhed, der etableredes 1 2002 pd grund-
lag af en bevilling fra Integrationsministeriet forestdr radgiv-
ning, kurser og udredning indenfor det psykosociale felt.

Projektet ”Integration uden omveje” er finansieret af EU
gennem Equal programmet. Det har til formal at hjelpe
flygtninge ud pa arbejdsmarkedet og at undersgge, hvilke
barrierer der er for flygtninges integration pa arbejdspladser-
ne. Af 35 flygtninge, der startede i projektet, er 29 enten
kommet i arbejde, er i praktik eller er startet pd en uddan-
nelse. Yderligere to er jobsggende, og én modtager fortsat
danskundervisning.
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In 2003, the Danish Refugee Council has carried out in-
tegration tasks operating from its district offices located in
Copenhagen, Roskilde, and Randers. As from 1 May the of-
fice in Odense was amalgamated with the Danish Refugee
Council’s language centre in Odense.

In 2003, the home for unaccompanied refugee children at
Gersonsvej was still run on behalf of the Municipality of
Gentofte, but it will be closed in 2004.

The Danish Refugee Council's language centres
The Danish Refugee Council runs 3 language centres:
Odense Language Centre, Kolding Language Centre and
Ringsted LLanguage Centre.

In 2003, the three language centres provided a total of
923.003 lessons.

The revenue for the year amounts to DKK 80 million.
The loss for the year is DKK 2.7 million.

The language centre in Odense

In 2003, the language centre in Odense provided a total of
512,212 student lessons. This constitutes a reduction of
13,581 student lessons compared to 2002, corresponding to a
reduction of DKK 9.4 million in revenue. The reduction is a
result of the decrease in the number of refugees and family
reunions following the new Danish Aliens Act of 1 July 2002.
Apart from the Municipality of Odense, several of the 20 sur-
rounding municipalities with which the language centre has
made contracts have become so-called “0 municipalities”
which only receive new refugees through family reunions.
"This is one of the reasons for the large reduction in the num-
ber of students taking Danish lessons.

The students represented 54 nationalities.

Sale of services from the Integration House generated in-
come of DKK 2.8 million.

The Ethnic Job Centre, established in autumn 2003 fol-
lowing an analysis of the expectations of enterprises, and de-
veloped in co-operation with a broad network in Funen on
labour market, quali-fication assessment and qualification
requirements, is expected to be further developed in the
years to come.

Two EU funded training courses for interpreters, which
were started in 2001, will be concluded in 2004. In 2003, the
income from the courses was DKK 1 million.

A number of minor projects, of which almost 1/3 (30%)
concerned young people, generated income of DKK 3.3 mil-
lion.

On several occasions during the year, the Municipality of
Odense gave the Refugee Council in-structions to cut down
expenses related to the mutual contracts and this resulted in
a large de-crease of activities.

T'he difficult situation has made it necessary to reduce
the staff and this measure will have full im-pact in 2004.

However, as a consequence of the decrease of activities in
both 2002 and 2003, a large reduction of the staff has already
been made. Furthermore, efforts have been made to cut oth-
er expenses, and the Refugee Council has managed to re-
duce expenses for administration, property and teaching ma-
terials by DKK 2.2 million. Subsequently, the loss for the
year was DKK 2.9 million.

As at 1 January 2004 the organisation of activities is
changed and in future they will be carried out by two sepa-
rate centres: the Language and Integration Centre, which
undertakes tasks regarding Danish courses and the Job and
Career Centre, which provides other integration services.

The language centre in Kolding

In 2003, the language centre in Kolding provided a total of
310,096 student lessons or 30,143 group lessons, i.e. the lev-
el of activity has decreased by approximately 2.2% compared
to 2002. A total of 843 students representing 82 nationalities
attended courses at the centre.

The project ”Paint box” continued in 2003, but was ter-
minated in Autumn 2003. In 2004, the project will be contin-
ued under a new name, the Integration House, which will
provide job training place-ments for the Municipality of
Kolding and its surrounding municipalities.

The project ”Early integration of refugees/immigrants on
the labour market", which was launched in November 2001
based on funds granted by the European Social Fund, was
concluded in 2003. The total grant for the project was DKK
1.7 million, funds which were distributed in the years 2001,
2002 and 2003 in shares of DKK 52,603, DKK 1,074,337 and
DKK 596,221, respectively.

In 2003, a method development project “Development
of practical and structured Danish teaching” was launched
with a grant of DKK 468,063 from the European Social
Fund. The project is expected to be completed in 2004. An-
other multi-annual EU project concerning learning partner-
ships with partners from Rumania, Italy, France and Eng-
land was launched in 2003 with a grant of DKK 74,000.

The centre realised a nil result for the year.

In June 2003, the language centre moved to new premis-
es in Kolding Training and Education Centre.

A considerably lower level of activity is expected in 2004.

The language centre in Ringsted
Ringsted Language Centre was taken over by the Danish
Refugee Council on 1 July 2002. Thus 2003 was the centre’s
first full year as part of the Danish Refugee Council.

100,695 student lessons were provided. The number of
students was 295, representing 47 nation-alities.

The income for the year was DKK 0.3 million.

In 2004, a lower level of activities is also expected for
Ringsted Language Centre.
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I 2003 har Dansk Flygtningehjelp lgst integrationsopga-
verne med udgangspunkt i distriktskontorer i Kgbenhavn,
Roskilde og Randers. Kontoret 1 Odense blev pr. 1. maj lagt
sammen med Flygtningehjalpens Sprogcenter 1 Odense.

Bofallesskabet for uledsagede flygtningebgrn, Gersons-
vej, som drives pd vegne af Gentofte Kommune, fortsatte i
2003, men lukker 1 lgbet af 2004.

Dansk Flygtningehjeelps sprogeentre
Dansk Flygtningehjelp driver 3 sprogcentre: Sprogcentret i
Odense, sprogcentret i Kolding og Ringsted sprogcenter.

I 2003 gennemfgrees 1 alt 923.003 kursistlektioner pa de
tre sprogeentre.

Arets aktivitet var pa 80 mio. kr. Arets resultat blev -2,7
mio. kr.

Sprogeentret i Odense

Sprogcentret 1 Odense gennemfgrte 1 2003 1 alt 512.212 kur-
sistlektioner. Dette var et fald pa 13.581 kursistlektioner i
forhold til 2002, svarende til en omsatningsnedgang pa 9,4
mio. kr. Nedgangen er en fglge af faldet i antallet af flygt-
ninge og familiesammenfgringer 1 forlangelse af den nye
Udlaendingelov pr. 1. juli 2002. Udover Odense Kommune
er flere af de 20 omliggende kommuner, som sprogcentret
har aftale med, ogsa blevet til sdkaldte O-kommuner og mod-
tager dermed udelukkende nye flygtninge gennem familie-
sammenfgring. Dette har medvirket til den vaesentlige ned-
gang 1 kursister til danskundervisning.

Der var kursister fra 54 nationaliteter.

Salg af ydelser fra Integrationshuset resulterede 1 indtag-
ter pa 2,8 mio. kr.

Etnisk Jobformidling, startet efterdret 2003 efter analyse
af virksomhedsforventninger og i samarbejde med et bredt
netvaerk pd Fyn om arbejdsmarkeds-, kompetenceafkla-
rings- og kvalificeringsbehov, forventes videreudviklet de
kommende dr.

To tolkeundervisningsforlgb, stgttet af EU, der pdbe-
gyndtes 1 2001, afsluttes endeligt 1 2004. Indtegterne herved
var 1 2003 pd 1 mio. kr.

En rekke sméprojekter, heraf knap 1/3 (30%) vedrgren-
de unge, gav indtagter pa i alt 3,3 mio. kr.

I drets b blev der fra Odense Kommune flere gange stil-
let krav om besparelser 1 relation til driftsaftalen, hvilket
medfgrte en vasentlig aktivitetsnedgang.

Den vanskelige situation har betydet reduktion af perso-
nale, som fgrst far sit fulde gennemslag i1 2004. Pd baggrund
af aktivitetsnedgang 1 bdde 2002 og 2003 er dog allerede sket

en vaesentlig medarbejderreduktion. Herudover er der gjort
en indsats for at reducere andre udgifter, hvorved det er lyk-
kedes at nedbringe udgifter til administration, ejendomme
og undervisningsmaterialer med i alt 2,2 mio. kr. Arets resul-
tat blev herefter -2,9 mio. kr.

Pr. 1. januar 2004 andres organiseringen af aktiviteterne
og de placeres fremover i to centre: Sprog- og Integrations-
centret, der varetager alle opgaver vedrgrende danskuddan-
nelser og Job- og Kompetencecentret, der varetager alle an-
dre former for integrationsydelser.

Kolding Sprogcenter

Sprogcentret i Kolding gennemfgrte 1 2003 1 alt 310.096 kur-
sistlektioner eller 30.143 holdlektioner. Aktivitetsniveauet
er dermed faldet ca. 2,2% i forhold til 2002. I alt har 843 kur-
sister repracsenterende 82 nationaliteter modtaget undervis-
ning pa centret.

Projektet "Farveladen” viderefgrtes i 2003, men er afvik-
let i Igbet af efteraret 2003. Projektet viderefgres 1 2004 under
nyt navn, ”Integrationshuset”, der fremover vil levere aktive-
ringspladser til Kolding og omkringliggende kommuner.

Projektet ”Flygtninge/indvandreres tidlige integration pa
arbejdsmarkedet", som indledtes i november 2001 pa grund-
lag af en bevilling fra EU's socialfond, er afsluttet i 2003.
Projektbevillingen var pd i alt 1,7 mio. kr. og er fordelt over
drene 2001, 2002 og 2003 med belgbene: 52.603 kr.,
1.074.337 kr. og 569.221 kr.

I 2003 er et metodeudviklingsprojekt ”Udvikling af prak-
tisk og struktureret sprogundervisning” igangsat, stgttet af
EUs socialfond med en bevilling pa 468.063 kr. Projektet for-
ventes afsluttet 1 2004. Yderligere et flerarigt EU-projekt ved-
rgrende laeringspartnerskab med partnere i Rumaenien, Italien,
Frankrig og England er igangsat 1 2003 med stgtte pa 74.000 kr.

Arets resultat blev et nulresultat.

I juni 2003 flyttede sprogcentret til nye lokaler i Kolding
Uddannelsescenter.

For 2004 forventes et vaesentigt lavere aktivitetsniveau.

Ringsted Sprogcenter
Ringsted Sprogcenter blev overtaget af Dansk Flygtninge-
hjaelp 1. juli 2002. 2003 var saledes sprogcentrets fgrste hele
ar 1 Dansk Flygtningehjalps regi.

Der er gennemfgrt 100.695 kursistlektioner. Antallet af
kursister var 295, som representerede 47 nationaliteter.

Arets resultat blev pa 0,3 mio. kr.

Ogsa for Ringsted Sprogcenter forventes et lavere aktivi-
tetsniveau for 2004.
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4.3.3 Donated funds

International project aid

The Danish Refugee Council's international activities pro-
vide humanitarian aid and contribute to protecting and es-
tablishing viable solutions for refugees and internally dis-
placed persons. A total of DKK 262 million was used for this
in 2003. Following a readjustment in the middle of the year,
revenue of DKK 304 million was budgeted.

A total amount of DKK 3.7 million of unused funds was
returned in connection with the completion of projects in
2003. At the end of the year, the net liability amounted to
DKK 35.5 million. This reflects the fact that the Refugee
Council has received funds for activities which continue into
2004. At the end of 2002 the net liability amounted to DKK
1.5 million.

In 2003, the major donors were the Danish Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (DANIDA) with DKK 84 million, EU with a
total of DKK 81 million and UNHCR with DKK 17 million.
In 2003, the strategy has remained to widen the group of in-
stitutional donors. Other donors in 2003 were countries such
as the Netherlands, Canada, Sweden, Switzerland, Norway,
the United Kingdom, Germany and the USA which donated
a total of DKK 79 million. In addition, the Danish Refugee
Council has granted DKK 12.5 million of collected funds
through the Executive Committee's allocation from own
funds to international project assistance.

In 2003, activities were continued in Europe (the Balka-
ns, Russia, Caucasus), Africa (Angola, Libe-ria, Uganda, So-
maliland) and Asia (Sri Lanka, Afghanistan, Pakistan, In-
donesia/the Moluccan Is-lands). The Danish Refugee Coun-
cil is still a member of PCS (Project Counselling Service),
which operates in Latin America.

The projects in North Caucasus remained one of the
Refugee Council's main international activities in 2003. The
aid is mainly relief to people who are internally displaced as
a result of the conflict in Chechnya. Approximately 250,000
people benefit from the activities in Chechnya, receiving
food and shelter. In the Balkans, the Refugee Council con-
tinues the implementation of the reconstruction activities,
support to return (Croatia and Kosovo) and local capacity
building.

As regards Africa, the activities in Liberia are continued in
spite of the disturbances last autumn. At the end of 2003 the
Danish Refugee Council laid the foundation for activities
which will be continued in 2004 and which include assistance
to about 30,000 returnees who will receive aid consisting of
tools and seeds as well as basic rehabilitation of schools for
about 50,000 children. In Angola, assistance is provided to al-
most 70,000 families in connection with the return of
refugees following the end of the civil war. In Somaliland
about 100,000 people are receiving assistance from the Dan-

ish Refugee Council comprising schools, water and capacity
building projects. In Northern Uganda a long-term pro-
gramme assisting refugees from Sudan is being carried out.

Furthermore, the Danish Refugee Council has initiated
activities in Central Asia and in Iraq where just after the end
of the war the Refugee Council launched a programme in
the Diyala region north east of Baghdad. The programme in-
cludes the distribution of food, essential non-food items, wa-
ter supply and shelter and it has benefited approximately
70,000 internally displaced people in the re-gion.

The programmes in Somaliland, Iraq, Afghanistan,
Liberia and North Caucasus give rise to special challenges in
terms of security. Killings, threats of kidnapping and politi-
cally or religiously motivated acts of violence have created a
new situation which requires special security measures.

The international projects were carried out by 42 expatri-
ate staff members along with approximately 2,500 local staff
members in co-operation with local authorities and NGOs.
32 staff members at the Copenhagen head office of the Dan-
ish Refugee Council were assigned to this work.

A number of international projects are carried out in co-
operation with member organisations of the Danish Refugee
Council such as the Danish Association for International Co-
operation, Danish People's Aid, ADRA-Denmark and
DanChurchAid. The Refugee Council also cooperates with
other international NGOs such as the Norwegian Refugee
Council and the International Rescue Committee.

Demining

Danish Demining Group's members are Danish People's
Aid, Caritas Denmark, UNICEF Denmark and the Danish
Refugee Council.

In 2003, activities have increased considerably. The pro-
grammes in Somaliland and Afghanistan have been extend-
ed. The extension in Afghanistan includes the training of
250 ex-soldiers who are to be given a civilian alternative to
the enrolment in local warlord militias.

The level of activities in the mine information pro-
gramme in Ingushetia and Chechnya is unchanged and at
the beginning and the middle of the year demining pro-
grammes were launched in Sri Lanka and Iraq, respectively.
In spite of the difficult security situation in the region the
Danish Demining Group has managed to carry out an oper-
ation in Basra (Iraq) under security conditions corre-spond-
ing to those of a normal programme initiation.

Revenue for 2003 was DKK 53 million against DKK 42.6
million in 2002. Revenue of DKK 66 million had been bud-
geted for the year. A net loss of DKK 1.3 million was realised
in 2003.

It is expected that the demining activities will be taken
over bythe Danish Refugee Council in 2004.
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4.3.3 Donormidler

International projektbistand

Dansk Flygtningehjalps internationale aktiviteter yder hu-
maniter bistand, bidrager til beskyttelse af og etablerer vari-
ge lgsninger for flygtninge og internt fordrevne. Hertil er i
2003 anvendt 1 alt 262 mio. kr. Efter en nedjustering medio
2003 var der forventet en omsatning pd 304 mio. Kkr.

Der er tilbagebetalt uforbrugte midler med i alt 3,7 mio.
kr. i forbindelse med afslutning af projekter 1 2003. Ved érets
udgang var der en nettoforpligtelse pd 35,5 mio. kr. Dette er
uderyk for, at vi har modtaget tilskud til aktiviteter, der
streekker sig ind 1 2004. Ved udgangen af 2002 var nettofor-
pligtelsen 1,5 mio. kr.

De vigtigste donorer 1 2003 var det danske udenrigsmi-
nisterium (DANIDA) med 84 mio. kr., EU med i alt 81 mio.
kr., og UNHCR med 17 mio. kr. Strategien har ogsd i 2003
veret at sikre bidrag fra andre institutionelle donorer. Qvri-
ge donorer var lande som Holland, Canada, Sverige,
Schweiz, Norge, England, "Tyskland og USA 1 2003 med i alt
79 mio. kr. Herudover har Dansk Flygtningehjelp bidraget
med 12,5 mio. kr. af indsamlede midler via forretningsudval-
gets bevillinger til international projektbistand.

1 2003 er aktiviteterne viderefgre i Europa (Balkan, Rus-
land, Kaukasus), Afrika (Angola, Liberia, Uganda, Somali-
land) og Asien (Sri Lanka, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Indonesi-
en/Molukkerne). Dansk Flygtningehjelp har desuden fort-
sat sit medlemskab i PCS (Project Counselling Service), som
opererer i Latinamerika.

Aktiviteterne i Nordkaukasus udgjorde ogsd i 2003 en af
Dansk Flygtningehjalps vasentligste internationale aktivi-
teter. Der er hovedsagelig tale om ngdhjalp til internt for-
drevne 1 forbindelse med konflikten i Tjetjenien. Aktivite-
terne 1 Tjetjenien bergrer ca. 250.000 mennesker, der bl.a.
modtager fedevarehjelp og hjelp til midlertidige boliger
(shelter). P4 Balkan viderefgres genopbygningsindsatsen,
stgtte til tilbagevenden (Kroatien og Kosovo) og opbygning
af lokal kapacitet.

I Afrika opretholdes aktiviteterne 1 Liberia pa trods af de
uroligheder, der fandt sted i efterdret. I slutningen af 2003
lagde Dansk Flygtningehjeelp grundlaget for en assistance,
der viderefgres i 2004, og omfatter hjaelp til ca. 30.000
tilbagevendte i form af redskaber og saseed og basal rehabili-
tering af skoler til ca. 50.000 skolebgrn. I Angola ydes assis-
tance til op 1 mod 70.000 familier i forbindelse med tilbage-
venden efter borgerkrigens afslutning. I Somaliland er ca.
100.000 mennesker bergrt af den assistance Dansk Flygt-

ningehjelp giver i form af skole, vand og kapacitetsopbyg-
ningprojekter. I det nordlige Uganda ydes en mere langsig-
tet bistand til flygtninge fra Sudan.

Herudover har Dansk Flygtningehjalp etableret aktivi-
teter 1 Centralasien og i Irak, hvor Flygtningehjelpen umid-
delbart efter afslutningen af krigen etablerede et program i
regionen Diyala nordgst for Baghdad. Programmet omfatter
distribution af fgdevarer, ngdvendig materiel assistance,
vandforsyning og midlertidige boliger og har bergrt 1 alt ca.
70.000 internt fordrevne i regionen.

Programmerne i Somaliland, Irak, Afghanistan, Liberia
og Nordkaukasus reprasenterer sarlige udfordringer i for-
hold til sikkerhed. Drab, kidnapningstrusler og politisk/reli-
gigst motiverede voldsaktioner har skabt en ny situation, der
kreever sarlige sikkerhedstiltag.

De internationale projekter blev gennemfgre af 42 ud-
sendte medarbejdere sammen med omkring 2.500 lokalt an-
satte og i samarbejde med lokale myndigheder og NGOQOer.
32 medarbejdere var ansat i Dansk Flygtningehjelps hoved-
kontor i Kgbenhavn til varetagelse af denne opgave.

En raekke internationale projekter gennemfgres 1 samar-
bejde med Dansk Flygtningehjalps medlemsorganisationer
f.eks. Mellemfolkeligt Samvirke, ASF-Dansk Folkehjelp,
ADRA-Danmark, Folkekirkens Ngdhjalp ligesom der ogsd
samarbejdes med andre internationale NGOer f.eks. Norsk
Flyktningerad, International Rescue Committee m.fl.

Minerydning

Danish Demining Groups (DDGs) samarbejdspartnere om-
fatter ASF-Dansk Folkehjelp, Caritas Danmark, UNICEF
Danmark og Dansk Flygtningehjalp.

Aktiviteterne er gget vesentligt i 2003. Programmerne i
Somaliland og Afghanistan er udvidet. Udvidelsen 1 Afghanis-
tan omfatter treening af 250 eks-soldater, der skal have et civilt
alternativ til at lade sig indrullere hos de lokale warlords.

Niveauet 1 mineoplysningsprogrammet i Ingushetien og
"Tetjenien er fastholdt og der er etableret rydningsprogrammer
pd Sri Lanka og i Irak med aktiviteter henholdsvis fra primo
og medio 2003. Trods den darlige sikkerhedssituation 1 omré-
deter det lykkedes at gennemfgre en operation i Basrah (Irak)
med en driftsikkerhed, der svarer til en normal programstart.

Arets omsaztning for 2003 blev pa 53 mio. kr. mod 42,6
mio. kr. 1 2002. Der var budgetteret med en omsatning pa 66
mio. kr. 1 2003. Nettoresultatet for 2003 blev -1,3 mio. kr.

I 2004 forventes minerydningsaktiviteten at overga til
Dansk Flygtningehjeelp.
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4.3.4 Government budget appropriations etc.

T'he work financed by the Government constituted approx-

imately 8% of the Danish Refugee Coun-cil's total activities,

which is the same percentage as in 2002
An appropriation (the secretariat appropriation) is made

for the maintenance of a basic structure and a contingency

that enables the Refugee Council to assume a co-ordinating
role in national and international asylum work, information
assignments and the development of international projects.

In 2003, this appropriation amounted to DKK 4.7 million.
In addition, the Danish Refugee Council's main assign-

ments in relation to these government ap-propriations in

2003 covered the following main objectives:

e information work and organisation of volunteer work to en-
courage the integration of refugees in local communities;

e documentation work and counselling

e participation in quota work, mission planning, etc.

e participation in the processing of cases regarding the
manifestly unfounded procedure in con-nection with the
Danish Immigration Service's processing of these cases;

e advice for refugees wishing to return to their countries of
origin (repatriation) etc.

An annual report has been prepared on activities funded by
Government budget appropriations pursuant to new govern-
ment guidelines. The performance objectives described in
the performance contract entered into with the Danish Min-
istry of Refugee, Immigration and Integration Affairs in May
2003 are included in this report. The work in relation to the
manifestly unfounded procedure is included in the frame-
work agreement with the Danish Immigration Service.

Reporting, including memoranda, reports, indexes of
ideas and other documents, has been extended in 2003 and
in addition to the annual report a comprehensive content re-
port was submitted to the Ministry as early as November.

Overall, 87 percent of the objectives were fulfilled, com-
pared to 94% in 2002.

Government Budget appropriations in 2003 totalled
DKK 31.3 million. In addition, phasing out work in the
amount of DKK 1 million was paid by government funds.

Information and volunteer work

In 2003, the activities of volunteers were considerably
strengthened. For instance 20 new volunteer groups were
established bringing the total number of groups to 145. The
number of voluntary coun-selling centres grew from 6 to 7.
New kinds of activities have been introduced, particularly in
rela-tion to the labour market. Other areas gaining impor-
tance are special approaches for the benefit of children,
youngsters, elderly people and traumatised refugees, sup-
port to the refugee groups’ own networks as well as local cul-

ture meeting and information activities. T'he work of all vol-
unteers adds up to approximately 1.3 million man-hours cor-
responding to 655 man-years. In 2002, volunteers provided a
total of 1.2 million man-hours or 617 man-years. In addition,
volunteers provided ap-proximately 34,000 man-hours of
counselling corresponding to 17 man-years.

As regards information work, more than 20,000 pieces of
information and teaching material on refugee issues have
been distributed. In addition, there has been an increase in
the number of visits to the Danish Refugee Council’s web-
site www.flygtning.dk.

A number of projects and activities have been developed
in co-operation with other organisations, institutions, net-
works, etc. For instance, an extended Guide Project has been
made in co-operation with the Danish Confederation of "Trade
Unions providing guidance to young refugees and immi-
grants on training, education and employment; a project has
been made in co-operation with the DanAge Association with
the objective to develop local partnerships in relation to vol-
unteer work for elderly people from the ethnic minorities; and
a co-operation with treatment centres for traumatised
refugees in Copenhagen and Jutland has been launched.

In relation to the negotiations concerning the allocation
of funds to the disadvantaged (satspulje-midler) DKK 15
million were allocated for each of the years 2005 and 2006 for
the continuation and further development of the Danish
Refugee Council’s nationwide integration work carried out
by volunteers.

Asylum counselling, documentation and quota work

As regards the documentation work, changes were made as
from July 2002 when members ap-pointed by the Danish
Refugee Council were withdrawn from the Refugee Board.
Today, docu-mentation, including background information
for case work at the Refugee Board, is in focus. For this pur-
pose, the Refugee Council prepares profiles of refugee-pro-
ducing countries, legal reviews and other documents. Fur-
thermore, a newsletter is regularly distributed to the Lawyer
Network which has about 80 members.

In 2003, the Danish Refugee Council participated in two
fact-finding missions. Both of them to Jordan and Syria, as
for security reasons it was not possible to go to Iraq.

The counselling for asylum seekers has also been restruc-
tured in 2003. On the basis of an evaluation of the coun-
selling work made in co-operation with the Red Cross a more
thorough and detailed legal counselling is provided. The
counselling comprises more topics and is supplemented by
one-on-one follow-up. The counselling is concentrated at
the reception centre Sandholm and a co-ordination and eval-
uation of the demand is made on a regular basis in coopera-
tion with the Red Cross.
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4.3.4 Tilskud via finansloven mv.

De statsligt finansierede opgaver mv. udgjorde med ca. 8%

af Dansk Flygtningehjalps samlede aktiviteter samme an-

del som 1 2002.

Der ydes et grundtilskud (sekretariatsbevillingen) til op-
retholdelse af en grundstruktur og et beredskab som forud-
setning for, at Flygtningehjaelpen kan patage sig koordine-
rende opgaver 1 forhold til nationalt og internationalt asylar-
bejde, informationsopgaver og udvikling af internationalt pro-
jektarbejde. Sekretariatsbevillingen var i 2003 pé 4,7 mio. kr.

Herudover har Dansk Flygtningehjelps hovedopgaver i
forhold til de statslige bevillinger 1 2003 omfattet fglgende
hovedformal:

e Informations- og oplysningsarbejde og organisering af det
frivillige arbejde til fremme af flygtninges integration i lo-
kalsamfundet

e Dokumentation og ridgivningsarbejde

e Deltagelse i kvotearbejde, rejseplanlaegning mv.

e Deltagelse i sagsbehandlingen i forbindelse med dben-
bart-grundlgs proceduren i forbindelse med Udlending-
estyrelsens behandling af disse sager

e Raidgivning til flygtninge, der gnsker at vende hjem (re-
patriering) mv.

Der er udarbejdet arsrapport for de finanslovsfinansierede
aktiviteter efter statens retningslinier herfor. I rapporten er
der foretaget afrapportering i forhold til de resultatmal, som
er beskrevet i resultatkontrakten med Ministeriet for Flygt-
ninge, Indvandrere og Integration fra maj 2003. Arbejdet
med dbenbart grundlgse asylansggninger (/o\G-sager) er om-
fattet af en rammeoverenskomst med Udlendingestyrelsen.

Rapportering i form af statusnotater, rapporter, idékatalo-
ger og lignende er udvidet i 2003, hvor der udover arsrappor-
ten er udarbejdet en mere omfattende indholdsrapportering,
som blev afleveret til ministeriet allerede i november méaned.

Samlet set blev 87% af de opstillede mél opfyldt, mod
94% 1 2002.

De samlede statslige tilskud via finansloven var 1 2003 pd
31,3 mio. kr. Hertil kommer gennemfgrelse af afviklingsak-
tiviteter pa knap 1 mio. kr.

Oplysnings- og frivilligomrdder

Pa frivilligomrddet er der i 2003 sket en vaesentlig aktivitets-
forggelse, bl.a. med 20 nye frivilliggrupper til i alt 145 grup-
per. Antallet af frivilligradgivninger er vokset fra 6 til 7. Ser
man pd aktivitetstyperne, er der sket en udvidelse iser i for-

hold til det mere arbejdsmarkedsrettede. Andre omrdder i
vackst er sarlige indsatser for bgrn, unge, ®ldre og traumati-
serede flygtninge, stgtte til flygtningegruppers egne net-
vaerk samt lokale kulturmgde- og oplysningsinitiativer. De
frivillige brugte i alt 1,3 mio. timer pa frivilligt arbejde, sva-
rende til 655 drsvaerk. I 2002 var antallet 1,2 mio. timer eller
617 arsverk. Hertil kommer ca. 34.000 frivillige rddgivnings-
timer, svarende til 17 drsvaerk.

Pé oplysningsomradet er der rekvireret og udsendt mere
end 20.000 fakta- og undervisningsmaterialer om flygtninge-
sporgsmdl. Hertil kommer en stigning i antallet af besgg pa
Dansk Flygtningehjelps hjemmeside www.flygtning.dk .

Der er udviklet en reekke projekter og aktiviteter i samar-
bejde med andre organisationer, institutioner, netvark m.v.
Eksempler pa dette er det udvidede Guideprojekt sammen
med LO, som handler om at stgtte unge flygtninge og ind-
vandrere 1 forhold til uddannelse og arbejde, et projekt sam-
men med ZAldre Sagen med det formal at udvikle lokale part-
nerskaber omkring frivillige aktiviteter for ldre med etnisk
minoritetsbaggrund og samarbejde med behandlingscentre
for traumatiserede flygtninge 1 Kgbenhavn og i Jylland.

I forbindelse med satspuljeforhandlingerne om satspul-
jen for 2004 blev der afsat 15 mio. kr. for hvert af drene 2005
og 2006 til at fastholde og videreudvikle Dansk Flygtninge-
hjelps landsdaekkende frivillige integrationsarbejde.

Asylrddgioning, dokumentations- og kvotearbejde

Pd dokumentationsomridet er der sket en omstilling efter
juli 2002, hvor de af Dansk Flygtningehjaelp indstillede
medlemmer udtrddte af Flygtningenavnet. Vagten ligger
nu pa dokumentationsarbejde, herunder baggrundsinformation
tl Flygtningenzevnets sagsbehandling. Hertil udarbejdes
bl.a. landeprofiler om de flygtningeproducerende lande og
juridiske notater. Desuden udsendes javnligt nyhedsbrev til
Flygtningehjelpens Advokatnetvaerk, som omfatter ca. 80
medlemmer.

Dansk Flygtningehjaelp deltog 1 2003 i to factfinding mis-
sioner. Begge missioner gik til Jordan og Syrien, da det af sik-
kerhedsmaessige grunde ikke var muligt at rejse ind 1 Irak.

Asylradgroningen er ogsd omstruktureret i 2003. Pa bag-
grund af en evaluering af rddgivningsindsatsen i samarbejde
med Rgde Kors gennemfgres en mere dybdegdende og detal-
jeret juridisk asylrddgivning. Temaer for ridgivningen er ud-
videt og suppleres af individuel opfelgning. Rédgivningen
koncentreres pa modtagecentret Sandholm, idet behovet Ig-
bende koordineres og evalueres i samarbejde med Rgde Kors.
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An initial analysis of the demand for counselling in rela-
tion to applicants who have been rejected showed that there
is a need for additional counselling.

In the quota area two selection trips were made in 2003, one
to Malaysia and Thailand and another to Malaysia alone, and
mainly refugees from Myanmar and Indonesia were selected.

Work is still being done to improve the information pro-
vided to municipalities in Denmark receiving refugees, and
to the refugees themselves. New information material about
Denmark has been tested during trips made in 2003. In
2004, this will be followed-up with an evaluation of the in-
formative value of the publications.

The Danish Refugee Council's work in respect of the
manifestly unfounded procedure is regu-lated by a frame-
work agreement with the Danish Immigration Service. There
were 17% fewer of these cases in 2003 than in 2002. The in-
come for 2003 was DKK 4.2 million as regards this activity.

Repatriation activities

In 2003, the individual advice on repatriation has been char-
acterised by the large number of en-quiries from Iraqis, par-
ticularly during the last 6 months of the year. A total of 183
individuals, 71 of them Iraqis, returned to their native coun-
tries in 2003 after having received counselling from the Dan-
ish Refugee Council.

Advice for local authority staff has focused on the amend-
ments to the Danish Aliens Act regarding the possibility of
obtaining permanent residence permit and the conse-
quences these amendments may have to repatriation and in-
tegration. Furthermore, repatriation to Iraq and Afghanistan
was discussed in particular, as well as the proposed amend-
ments to the Danish Repatriation Act. The situation of eld-
erly refugees has also been in focus.

In the municipalities, there is generally a great need for
information about repatriation, but also for method develop-
ment and accumulation of knowledge.

DKK 3.3 million has been ensured for the implementa-
tion of repatriation projects in which the Danish Refugee
Council will provide counselling and be responsible for the
co-ordination. For this, the Refugee Council has contributed
DKK 52,000. The rest of the funding was donated by munic-
ipalities, the EU, the Danish Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
the refugees themselves.

At the end of 2003, the Danish Refugee Council won the
Ministry of Integration's tender for the assignment of pro-
viding individual counselling for aliens living in Denmark
who wish to repatriate. It is a 3-year assignment which was
initiated at 1 January 2004, and the contract amounts to
DKK 7.3 million.

4.4 OUTLOOK

No events of significance to the annual report for 2003 have
taken place after the end of 2003.

"The total budget for 2004 is just under DKK 500 million.

Collected funds are expected to generate a profit. In
2004, the Danish Refugee Council's national door-to-door
collection will be taken up on 14 November. Subsequently,
the Refugee Council will have its national collections in
spring, the first on 29 May 2005.

In Denmark, the integration work and the language cen-
tre activities are both affected by the fact that fewer refugees
are received in the country. In the integration work, the com-
bination of activities has changed. As for the language cen-
tres, a reduction of the activities is expected as a conse-
quence of the decreasing number of refugees. Following
new legislation in the area of education, new contracts have
been made with the municipalities in 2004.

In the international area, total revenue of DKK 276 mil-
lion is budgeted.

It is expected that the demining activities will amount to
DKK 77.5 million.

It is expected that assignments financed by Government
budget appropriations will amount to DKK 29.9 million, or
about 6% of the total budget. These include repatriation ac-
tivities amounting to DKK 2.7 million, for which the
Refugee Council was awarded a contract for a period of 3
years starting in 2004.

A performance contract has been made with the Ministry
of Refugee, Immigration and Integration Affairs regarding
the target performance for 2004. Targets comprise the volun-
teer and asylum work, including the manifestly unfounded
procedure and, for the first time, the secretariat appro-pria-
tion. The repatriation activities are subject to the conditions
described in the contract. In Novem-ber 2003 a framework
agreement regarding the manifestly unfounded procedure
was made for 2004 and these activities are expected to de-
crease further to an income of DKK 2.5 million for 2004.

The overall level of results for 2004 will still be affected
by developments in the refugee area, na-tionally as well as
internationally, and by the conditions prevailing for the
Refugee Council's work.

During 2003, the Danish Refugee Council has made ad-
justments regarding the organisation and the expenses, so
that overall positive results are expected for 2004. On the ev-
idence of the first quarter of the year, there is reason to be-
lieve that this can be achieved.
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Flygtningehjalpen har foretaget en indledende analyse
af afviste asylansggeres behov for yderligere radgivning.

Pa tvoteomrddet har der 1 2003 veret gennemfgrt to ud-
vaelgelsesrejser, en der gik til Malaysia og Thailand og en der
kun gik til Malaysia, hvor der isar blev udvalgt flygtninge fra
Myanmar og Indonesien.

Der arbejdes fortsat pa at styrke informationsindsatsen
bade over for de modtagende kommuner i Danmark og over-
for flygtningene. Pa rejserne 1 2003 er et nyt informationsma-
teriale til flytgninge om Danmark afprgvet. Der fglges op
med evaluering af informationsvardien af materialet 1 2004.

Dansk Flygtningehjelps arbejde med Abenbart-grundlps
sagsbehandling reguleres af en rammeoverenskomst med Ud-
lendingestyrelsen. Antallet af sager 1 2003 var noget lavere
end i 2002 (17%). Indtegten ved AG-arbejdet var i 2003 pa
4,2 mio. kr.

Repatrieringsaktiviteterne

Den individuelle repatrieringsrddgivning har i 2003 veeret
praget af det store antal henvendelser fra irakere, isar 1 drets
sidste halvdel. I alt 183 personer, heraf 71 irakere, er vendt
hjem i 2003 efter at have modtaget rddgivning fra Dansk
Flygtningehjelp.

Réadgivningen af kommunale medarbejdere har iser haft
fokus pd @ndringerne i udlendingeloven for opndelse af
permanent opholdstilladelse og den betydning, som disse
endringer kan fa for repatriering og integration. Herudover
drgftedes specielt repatriering til Irak og Afghanistan og de
foresldede @ndringer i repatrieringsloven. Ogsd aldre flygt-
ninges situation har veret i fokus.

I kommunerne er der generelt et stort behov for viden
om repatriering men ogsd behov for metodeudvikling og er-
faringsopsamling.

Der er sikret gennemfgrelse af repatrieringsprojekter for
3,3 mio. kr., hvor Flygtningehjaelpen star for rddgivning og
koordinering med en finansieringsandel pd 52 tkr. Qvrig fi-
nansiering stammer fra kommuner, EU, det danske Uden-
rigsministerium og flygtninges egenfinanisering

Dansk Flygtningehjaelp vandt i slutningen af 2003 Inte-
grationsministeriets udbud om at varetage opgaven vedrg-
rende den individuelle rddgivning af herboende udlen-
dinge, der gnsker at repatriere. Opgaven lgber over 3 ar fra 1.
januar 2004 og den samlede licitationssum er pd 7,3 mio. kr.

4.4 FORVENTNINGER TIL FREMTIDEN

Der er efter udgangen af 2003 ikke indtruffet haendelser af
betydning for drsrapporten for 2003.

Det samlede budget for 2004 viser aktiviteter pd knap
500 mio. kr.

Der forventes et positivt resultat af indsamlede midler.
Dansk Flygtningehjaelps landsindsamling vil 2004 blive gen-
nemfgrt den 14. november. Herefter vil landsindsamlingerne
blive gennemfort om foréret, fgrste gang den 29. maj 2005.

I Danmark pdvirkes bade integrationsarbejdet og sprog-
centervirksomheden af, at der kommer ferre flygtninge til
Danmark. For integrationsarbejdet bliver der tale om en
andret aktivitetssammensatning. For sprogcentrene for-
ventes et fald i1 aktiviteterne som fglge af det stadigt falden-
de flygtningetal. I forlaengelse af ny lovgivning pd undervis-
ningsomradet indgds ny driftsoverenskomster med kommu-
nerne 1 2004.

For det internationale omrade er der budgetteret med ak-
tiviteter for 276 mio. kr.

P4 minerydningsomridet forventes aktiviteter svarende
til 77,5 mio. kr.

Opgaver finansieret ved statslige tilskud over finansloven
forventes at udggre 29,9 mio. kr., svarende til ca. 6% af det
samlede budget. Heri er medregnet repatrieringsaktiviteter
for 2,7 mio. kr., som Flygtningehjalpen vandt licitationen
om for en tredring periode fra 2004.

Der er indgdet resultatkontrakt med Ministeriet for
Flygtninge, Indvandrere og Integration om resultatmal for
2004. Resultatmélene omfatter frivilligomradet, asylomridet
incl. Abenbart-Grund1¢s—arbejdet 0g som noget nyt ogsa se-
kretariatsbevillingen. Repatrieringsaktiviteterne er omfattet
af de sarlige vilkdr i licitationsresultatet. Rammeoverens-
komst for 2004 i forhold til Abenbart-Grundlgs proceduren
er indgaet i november 2003 og her forventes fortsat faldende
aktivitet, svarende til en indtagt pa 2,5 mio. kr. i 2004.

Det samlede resultatniveau for 2004 vil stadig veere pavir-
ket af den konkrete udvikling inden for flygtningeomradet
savel nationalt som internationalt og af vilkdrene for udfg-
relse af Flygtningehjalpens arbejde.

Dansk Flygtningehjaelp har i Igbet af 2003 tilpasset orga-
nisationen og udgiftsniveauet, sa der i 2004 forventes et po-
sitivt resultat som helhed. Pa baggrund af 1. kvartal ser det-
te ud til at kunne realiseres.
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4.5 PARTICULAR RISKS
General risks
The Danish Refugee Council's activities are always subject
to the special conditions applying to international emer-
gency aid and reconstruction work. The administrative
funds allocated in connection with donated funds are re-
stricted to an extent that it is not possible to cover unfore-
seen expenses, which inevitably arise in relation to the inter-
national activities
A particular risk is a rapid change in the overall composi-
tion of activities, including the the total level of activity. This
requires flexibility and rapid adjustment and adaptation in
relation to contracts, donor terms, personnel and leases.
Similar conditions apply to the work on National level, in
2003 showing a downward trend due to the reduced number
of refugees.

Financial risk

Financial risk relates to the following areas:

1) Changes in exchange rates,

2) Interest rates and leases

3) Uncertainty regarding banking and transfer conditions re-
lated to international activities.

4) Political decisions regarding refugee matters both on a
National and an International level.

4.6 HUMAN RESOURCES

In the annual report of 2002 a description was made of the
particular human resources of the Refugee Council, includ-
ing the specific knowledge in the refugee area.

It is still an internal strategic target area to develop the
role of the Refugee Council as a centre of knowledge and
competences in the refugee area.
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4.5 SARLIGE RISICI
Generelle risici
Dansk Flygtningehjaelps aktiviteter er til stadighed praeget af
de saerlige forhold, som ggr sig gaeldende i internationalt ngd-
hjeelps- og genopbygningsarbejde. De tildelte administra-
tionsmidler 1 tilknytning til donormidler er sd begransede, at
det ikke er muligt at deekke de uforudsete udgifter, der uveer-
gerligt opstdr i tilknytning til de internationale aktiviteter.
Seerlige risici er hurtige skift i den overordnede aktivitets-
sammensatning, herunder det samlede aktivitetsniveau.
Dette stiller store krav til fleksibilitet og hurtig tilpasning og
omstilling i forhold til kontrakter, donorvilkar, personale og
lejemal.
Lignende vilkér gor sig geeldende péd det nationale omra-
de, som 1 2003 var praget af en vigende tendens som fglge
af faldende flygtningetal.

Finansielle risici

Financielle risici er knyttet til flg. forhold:

1) Andringer i valutakurser.

2) Renter og leasing.

3) Usikre vilkdr vedrgrende bank- og transferforhold i for-
hold til de internationale aktiviteter.

4) Politiske beslutninger pa flygtningeomrddet, sdvel natio-
nalt som internationalt.

4.6 VIDENRESSOURCER

I Arsrapport 2002 blev der foretaget en beskrivelse af Flygt-
ningehjelpens sarlige videnressourcer, herunder Flygtning-
ehjalpens specialviden inden for flygtningeomradet. Det er
fortsat et internt strategisk indsatsomrdde at udvikle Flygt-
ningehjalpens rolle som videns- og kompetencecenter pa
flygtningeomradet, herunder at styrke kompetenceudvik-
lingen for Flygtningehjalpens medarbejdere.
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5. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

5.1 GENERAL

T'he annual report of the Danish Refugee Council for 2003
has been prepared in accordance with the provisions apply-
ing to class B enterprises under the Danish Financial State-
ments Act.

The annual report for 2002 was prepared in accordance
with the provisions applying to large class C enterprises. The
reason for this change is that the international project aid ac-
tivities are not concidered as commercial activities according
to the definitions of the Danish Financial Statements Act.

The change of class has primarily resulted in the reduc-
tion of a few disclosures in the notes and the leaving out of
the cash flow statement. In certain respects the accounting
information exceeds those required for class B enterprises.

Financial items are included in the specific main cate-
gories of the income statement.

The accounting policies are consistent with those applied
in 2002.

Like last year, the results, assets and liabilities of DDG
for 2003 are consolidated in the annual report of the Danish
Refugee Council as follows: The net result is presented as a
separate item in the income statement with reference to a
note disclosing to the statement of income and expenses. In
the balance sheet, DDG’s balance sheet items have been ag-
gregated with the corresponding items of the Danish
Refugee Council.

"Terms and classifications have been adjusted to the Dan-
ish Financial Statements Act, taking into account the special
structure of the enterprise.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign
currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the transac-
tion date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the
exchange rates at the transaction date and at the date of pay-
ment are recognised in the income statement.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items de-
nominated in foreign currencies are translated at the ex-
change rates at the balance sheet date. The difference be-
tween the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and at
the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was
recognised in the latest financial statements is recognised in
the income statement.

5.2 INCOME STATEMENT

Collected funds are recognised as income when received and
recognised as expenses when used. Collected funds which the
Executive Committee has earmarked as allocations for specif-
ic purposes are included in the restricted equity until used.

Costs concerning planned national door-to-door collec-
tions are recognised in the collection year.

Consulting services and interpretation hours are recog-
nised when invoiced. School-related grants are recognised
currently. The result of these funds is recognised in equity
as "own funds".

Donated funds are recognised as income when used. Any
deficit on projects will be covered by an allocation from the
Refugee Council's own funds and be included as an expense
in collected funds. Income and expenses for the year on in-
ternational project assistance will, consequently, be equal in
size.

Costs incurred in generating the revenue for the year are
recognised in the income statement, including depreciation,
lease expenses in relation to assets held under operating
lease and provisions.

Financial items comprise interest income and expense,
gains and losses on securities, payables and transactions de-
nominated in foreign currencies and amortisation of financial
assets and liabilities.

5.3 BALANCE SHEET

Property, plant and equipment

Leasehold improvements, land and buildings, fixtures and

fittings and equipment are measured at cost less accumulat-

ed depreciation. The land is not depreciated. Cost comprises

the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the

acquisition until the date when the asset is available for use.
Depreciation is provided according to the straight-line

method, based on the following expected useful lives:

e (ars, international dept. 2 years
e [easchold improvements 5 years
e Fixtures and fittings 5 years
e IT 3 years
e Mine detection Dogs 5 years
e Properties 50 years

Depreciation is included in the income statement in own
funds and donated funds, respectively.

Minor acquisitions with a cost of less than DKK 10,500
and the majority of assets for international projects are writ-
ten off in the year of acquisition.

Property, plant and equipment are written down to their
recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying amount.

Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and
equipment are calculated as the difference between the
sales price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the
date of disposal. Gains or losses are recognised in the income
statement.

Prepayments comprise costs incurred concerning subse-
quent financial years.

Securities

Listed securities recognised as current assets are measured
at fair value at the balance sheet date. Other securities are
measured at amortised cost.

Cash at bank and in hand
Cash at bank and in hand comprise cash deposits etc., na-
tionally and internationally.

Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at
the net proceeds received less transaction costs paid. In sub-
sequent periods, the financial liabilities are measured at
amortised cost, corresponding to the capitalised value using
the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the difference be-
tween the proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in
the income statement over the term of the loan.
